The fifth Tangiers’s Mediterranean short Film Festival
Festival’s Regulations

Clause 1:

The Tangier’s Mediterranean film Festival is an artistic cultural and promotional
manifestation that aims to:

* Create an occasion for meeting, dialogue and cinematographic exchanges.

* Favorise knowledge exchange and film diffusion between Mediterranean
countries.

* Encourage young filmmakers to realize their creative and artistic ambitions.

* Incite and promote exchanges between filmmakers from the two
Mediterranean shores.

Clause 2
The fifth Short Mediterranean Film Festival of Tangier will be held from the 25th
to the 30 of June2007

Clause 3
The festival’s program includes:

* A competition section opened to short films made by Mediterranean
filmmakers, only including films produced since 2006 and 2007

* A Special diffusion of Moroccan short films.

* A panel discussion.

* Debate about the films that could be participate in the competition.

* Parallele section.

Clause 4

One short film or three films per country will be selected in the official
competition. The directors of these films will be invited to the festival. In addition,
the festival will be in charge of their transportation and housing fees, especially
breakfast and lunch



Clause 5

The films participating in the festival must be fiction and in their original language,
subtitled in Arabic or French or English, and in the form of one of the following:
35mm or BETA

Clause 6

The application forms for participation must be sent to the festival secretary’s office by the 30 of
April 2007 quartier Industriel,Avenue Al Majd Rabat

The application must include the following:
* A filled and signed admission form
* A summary of the film in Arabic or French or English
* A biography and a photo the film director.
* A film poster.
* A copy of the film in one the following forms: VHS tape, DVD, Beta.

Clause 7

Each producer, having proposed his film for selection, would be informed by
mail of the committee decision concerning the selection. The copy of each selected
film must reach the festival’s Secretary before the 30 of May 2007.The film’s copy
must be accompanied by a complete documentation, advertising material (Posters,
pictures, press-book...). The films selected for the competition have not the right to
withdraw from the competition after the selection

Clause 8

The festival will take in charge the fees of sending and resending the copies of the
films participating in 35mm and BETA. Also, the festival will

cover the insurance fees during the sending and receiving process.

In case of loss, the festival will only be responsible for the value of the support.
In case of damage, the producer must send a certified bill from a laboratory,
within a month after getting the film’s copy.



Clause 9:

The Festival jury will be composed of 7 members appointed by the festival’s
organizers to judge the diffused films and attribute the prizes mentioned in the next
article.

clause 10:
The awarded prizes are:

* The Greatest Prize of the festival. 50.000,00 DH
* The Special Jury Prize. 30.000,00DH
* Prize of the Scenario 20.000,00 DH
* Best Actress Price 15.000,00 DH
* Best Actor Price 15.000,00 DH

The jury will not give the prices of equal merit.

Clause 11
Any article not included in the present regulation document will be in the hand of
the festival’s organizers.

Clause 12
The participation at The Fifth Tangiers’s Short Mediterranean Film Festival
requires the agreement upon the present regulation document.
